God willing, CSIKUWAIT VBS 2011 will be one of the turning point in the 
ministry among children and also a historical milestone under the leader-
ship of St. Peter’s CSI congregation. Christian education is essential in 
spiritual growth and able leadership of a church. In Mark chapter 10 verse 
14, Jesus Christ invites the little children to come into his presence and 
proclaims that the Kingdom of God belongs to such as these. But the 
disciples were the hindrance for them to reach Christ. We as a believing 
community, at times becomes a hindrance to our children. Let’s examine 
ourselves what are hindrances that reject their relationship with God. 
Today many isms are there, for example modernism, post modernism etc. 
But we neglect to focus what Bible speaks in this present context.  Let us 
focus the failures we face today:- 
Providing Agencies:- Parents think it is easy to have the Sunday school 
teachers as agents of spiritual things; for academic proficiency, we con-
nect them with the internet, CDs, tuition centers, medias or mediums; for 
their health the agents are house maids; and for playing and fun, the 
parents approach playschools or recreation clubs. Parents have no time to 
spend with them, to say a story from Bible, to teach them moral lessons, 
to play with them. Therefore, a child considers his/her  parents as the only 
money providing agency.  
Glory given:- Another threat is that we are giving glory to our child so that 
he pretends to be the hero and do not know how to behave with others 
and respect elders. We fail to connect them to the social atmosphere . The 
only world for them is their home and school. Even some children are not 
send to Sunday schools or their own churches. At many times, we forget 
to correct them in their mistakes and mischievous nature. So there by, 
lacking the relationship with church and society. The children are not given 
the right fellowship and social living.  
Sharing and Caring:- We do not have time to sit with the children and 
share the rich heritage of the church, our families, about the forefathers, 
regarding  the Christian leaders and missionaries. These are the insights 
and thoughts which will inspire them in their future to give importance to 
their church, families, Christian activities and missionary projects. 
Responsibilities:- We fail to give small, small responsibilities to our chil-
dren, in other words spoon feeding into spine footing. Bible (Prov. 22:6, 
Prov. 23:13, Prov. 29:15) clearly says that we have to nurture them in the 
right track and correct them wherever and whenever needed. Let’s re-
examine ourselves and try our level best to do our responsibilities which 
God has entrusted to us. We are entering into another Lenten season 
from March 9th (Ash Wednesday). This month, we are observing Women’s 
Day on 5th and Senior Forum Day on 19th and VBS from March 18th to 
April 1st. Please remember all these important days and events in your 
personal prayers and grant your utmost cooperation.
