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Dear Beloved in Christ, 
 
“Greetings to you in the precious name of our Lord Jesus 
Christ” 
 
Warm welcome to  all our dear members who returned to Kuwait after spend-
ing their holidays at homeland. Once again church is going to be in full swing. 
This month we are going to observe Education Day on the 17th, Choir Day on 
the 24th, and  CSI Formation Day on  the 27th. We are planning to conduct 
annual get-together on the 30th of this month. 
 
Whatever your hand finds to do, do it with all your might…..’ Ecc.9:10 
Have you heard about the one-note musician? She inspected her violin, took 
her seat in the orchestra, arranged her music and turned her instrument. As 
the concert began, the conductor skillfully cued one group of musicians, then 
another until finally the crucial moment arrived. It was time for her note to be 
played! The conductor signaled her, she sounded her note and the moment 
was over! The orchestra played on and the ‘one-note player’ sat there quietly 
for the rest of the concert; not disappointed that she’d played only one note, 
but with a sense of fulfillment  and peace that she’d played it in tune, one time 
and with great gusto!  Ananias suddenly shows up in Acts 9, leads Saul of 
Tarsus to Jesus and promptly disappears from the Bible. He’s a ‘one-note 
player’-but what a ‘note!’ Romans 16 is doxology to the obscure ‘one-note 
players’  who gave their lives to spread the gospel and build the church. Let us 
observe our choir day with this in your mind. Let us sing and praise Lord from 
the bottom of our hearts and be practical in every sphere of life to magnify our 
Christ. 
 
From this month we are going to start confirmation classes to our children.  
What is Confirmation? 
 Confirmation is an Ordinance (or rule) of the Church, Turn to the Baptismal 
Service and at the end you will find instructions to godparents. They are in-
structed to see to it that their godchild knows the creed, Lord’s Prayer and the 
Ten Commandments, is instructed in the church and is then confirmed.   
Confirmation is the means by which a person becomes a full member of the 
church. What happens is this: the candidate prayerfully studies the Bible truths 
contained in the Catechism and accepts them to the degree they are able. 
They then attend the Confirmation service where they publicly confirm the 
promises made on their behalf at their Baptism. The Bishop then confirms their 
confirming of the promises by laying hands on the candidate and praying for 
their strengthening in the Christian faith. The congregation then joins in prayer 
for all the candidates.  
The Biblical basis of the Confirmation is found in Acts 8:14-25, where the 
people of Samaria who had believed through the ministry of Philip were af-
firmed, empowered, taught and commissioned into fruitful service by the 
Apostles Peter and John. 
Confirmation is the major Christian Education course that will prepare the 
candidates with the necessary background, motivation and skill to receive the 
full range of equipping and spiritual growth courses in future. So I urge all the 
parents to send your children, who are not confirmed  to the forthcoming 
confirmation classes.  
 
Sunday School is going to be opened on second Friday of September.  So I 
request all the parents to send your children to our Sunday school.
