During the world war Il it was the custom in the United States of
America for a family who had a son serving in the military to
place a star in front of the window of their home. But a gold star
indicated the son had died for his country. Many give their lives
for the country. But Jesus gave his life for the world. We see
Christmas stars practically every where during the Christmas
season. But we seldom ponder over its significance. The star
over Bethlehem during Christ’s birth was symbolic of God’s will-
ingness to sacrifice his son for the world.

Manger— The reason for the season: In the late 1700s the man-
ager of Baltimore’s largest hotel refused lodging to a man,
dressed like a farmer, because he thought this man was a rustic
and did not deserve a room in a posh hotel where gentlemen
were lodged. So the man left. Later, that inn keeper discovered
that he had turned way none other than Thomas Jefferson, the
then vice-president of USA.

PROJECTS OF HARVEST FESTIVAL 2011

Malayora Mission: Angamoozhi and Gurunadamannu regions
of Pathanamthitta District have Adivasi & Tribal population
who needs Godly enlightened Evangelists and missionaries.
This is the significance of our Malayora Mission.

The mission field is situated in a beautiful Hilly and forest
area near to Nilackal church.

Our Vision is to build a mission center at Chittar. This will
serve as a centre for mission work and evangelical training, a
place for meditation and retreat, a wonderful camp site for
pastors and other groups, a counselling centre etc.

Chittar is surrounded by five Dams for Hydro Electric Project
and Tiger resort of Ranni. We have five churches here. Most
of the congregation members are workers in the nearby es-
tates or other labourers.

Community Health Care Programme: This is to provide assis-
tance to the poor and needy and other elderly patients who
have no one to take care of. The project will concentrate in a
radius of 22 KM around Kozhencherry. We will provide the
assistance of a two-member medical team visiting homes and
taking care of their primary health and extending a fellowship
of prayer and counselling.

Once in a weak, a qualified Nurse will visit the houses of reg-
istered patients. They will check BP and give necessary ad-
vices. If required, the Doctor will also visit the house.
